USDA Invites Applications for Grants to Strengthen Rural Cooperatives and
Expand Access to New and Better Markets for People in Rural America

WASHINGTON, April 4, 2024 — U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) Rural Development Under
Secretary Dr. Basil Gooden today announced that USDA is inviting applications for grants to strengthen rural
cooperatives and expand access to new and better markets for people in rural America.

USDA is making the $5.8 million in grants available under the Rural Cooperative Development Grant (RCDG)
program to start, improve or expand rural cooperatives and other mutually owned businesses that will help
improve economic conditions in rural areas.

Nonprofit organizations and institutions of higher education are eligible to apply for grants to provide technical
and cooperative development assistance to individuals and rural businesses. The maximum award is $200,000.
USDA is particularly interested in applications that will advance Biden-Harris Administration priorities to:

e Reduce climate pollution and increase resilience to the impacts of climate change through economic
support to rural communities.

e Ensure all rural residents have equitable access to Rural Development (RD) programs and benefits from
RD-funded projects; and

e Help rural communities recover economically through more and better market opportunities and through
improved infrastructure.

Electronic applications must be submitted to grants.gov by 11:59 p.m. Eastern Time on June 3, 2024.
