REMINDERS AND BACKGROUND INFORMATION

EXPLANATION-. This form is to be completed by the Architect for the stated project.

This checklist is for multifamily housing complexes that are financed by USDA Rural Development. The checklist is limited to specific but not all accessibility requirements of the Uniform Federal Accessibility Standards (UFAS), the HUD Accessibility Guidelines, and the American with Disabilities Act Guidelines. It is not intended to address ALL accessibility requirements of Federal, State or local laws or regulations. The checklist includes some references to the California Building Code. Please be aware that the owner(s) of this building and his/her consultants are responsible for compliance of all applicable accessibility regulations.

DATES-

Section 504 of the Rehab Act - Projects constructed after 8/10/82 are required to have 5% of the units be fully accessible. Common areas must be accessible. Projects constructed before that date are “encouraged” to provide 5% fully accessible units during renovation / rehabilitation / repair. Uniform Federal Accessibility Standard (UFAS) is the standard used. 

Fair Housing Act - Buildings with 4 or more units and first occupied after 3/13/91 are “covered units”. All ground floor units and all units in elevator buildings must be “adaptable”. All common areas must be accessible. Townhouses (units with living spaces on multiple floors) are not covered unless the building they are in has an elevator. Fair Housing Act / Accessibility Guide (FHA/AG) is the standard used. The Fair Housing Design Manual gives guidance on meeting the requirements. (It is often refers to the ANSI standard as well.)

American with Disabilities Act – 1991 -All areas of public accommodation must be fully accessible. Public areas in a multifamily housing development include an on site rental office and community room IF it is open to more than tenants and their guests (i.e. used for training, town meetings, rented out, etc.) (Areas used only by tenants and their guests are “common use areas”, and do not need to meet ADA requirements, although they must meet FHA/AG and UFAS requirements.) American with Disabilities Act / Accessibility Guide (ADA/AG) is the standard used.
