FY 2004 Notice of Funding Availability and Request for Proposals

USDA Rural Development’s Section 514 FLH Loan Program and Section 516 FLH Grant Program are accepting applications to finance the construction of new – and the acquisition and rehabilitation of existing – off-farm, rental housing projects for farm labor households in California. Application Deadline:

Applications must be received in the California State Office of USDA Rural Development, 430 G Street, #4169, Davis, CA 95616-4169 by no later than 5:00 PM on Thursday, May 6, 2004.

Eligible Applicants:

Nonprofits, public agencies, public bodies, and tribes which will own the farm labor rental housing being developed are eligible for 514 loans and 516 grants. 

Limited partnerships with a nonprofit general partner are eligible for 514 loans, but not for 516 grants.

Other for-profit entities and individuals are not eligible for 514 loans or 516 grants.  
Important Conditions:

· The maximum combined Section 514/516 loan/grant permitted for any given project is $3,000,000.

· Grant funds cannot be invested by or passed through a nonprofit into a project that will be owned by another entity (e.g., a limited partnership) even if the nonprofit is a principal in that entity.

· The project may be located in anywhere in California (rural or urban) if there is need for farm labor housing.  

· Current Section 514 loan rates and terms are 1% fixed, 33 years.
Funds Availability:

Section 514/516 funds are available only through the Federal budget process.  At the time of this notice, USDA budget allocations have not been finalized.  Therefore, the exact amount of 514/516 funds that will be available in FY2004 is not known.  Nevertheless, USDA is seeking applications to consider pending the final allocation of the USDA budget.  Expenses incurred in developing applications will be at the applicant’s risk.  Section 514/516 funds are only available from a national pool.  There is no separate and specific California State allocation, so all applications submitted must compete for funding the national pool.  No State may receive more than 30% of the national pool.  For reference purposes only, the following was available last year (FY2003):

Selection Process:

Funds are awarded from the national pools through a nationwide priority score competition.  All eligible applications received will be scored, and those with the highest scores will be funded first.  (The priority scoring system is explained below.)  The results of the competition should be announced within 30 days of the application deadline.  Successful applicants will then be asked to complete their applications, whereupon USDA will make a final approval decision (which may take an additional 60-90 days).  

Special Set-asides:  

No special set-asides are available in the FLH program.  

Priority Scoring:

Projects compete for funding based on priority score.  The maximum score is 40 points.  Priority points are awarded as follows:

a.  Leveraging (0-20 points):  

Points are awarded based on the presence and extent of leveraged assistance, computed as a percentage of the USDA total development cost.  (The format used for this calculation is on page 9 below.)

The CHRIS centers typically charge $90/hour for their service, which generally takes 1-2 hours.  They normally report their findings within 15 working days of receiving a request.  For about $135/hour, they will provide a “rapid response,” within 5 days.  (Use of this option is recommended, but not required.)  To request a report, supply the center with the following:

1.   A letter requesting a “records search” and agreeing to pay for up to 4 hours of search time.  Explain that the information is need for a federal loan application.

2.   A description of the project, including street address & assessor’s parcel number (APN), focusing on any planned ground disturbance.  Be sure to indicate the extent to which previous site disturbance has occurred.  If an existing structure is to be demolished or renovated, a photograph and explanation should be included.  
3. A detailed location map which will allow the center to pinpoint the site’s location.
