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USDA PROVIDES FUNDING FOR WATER PROJECT FOR CRESCENT MILLS


Crescent Mills, CA – May 1, 2003 – Paul Venosdel, State Director, USDA Rural Development in California, today announced the approval of $725,530 to purchase and upgrade the water system for the community of Crescent Mills.  To celebrate this announcement, representatives from the USDA Rural Development were on hand to present a ceremonial check to officials from the Indian Valley Community Services District.

Improvements to the system will include the replacement of the water distribution line with larger lines and modern fire hydrants; repairs to the existing water treatment facility; the access road being graded and paved or graveled; and the two in-ground gunite reservoirs will be replaced with a 300,000 gallon steel water storage tank.

“Rural Development is pleased to be involved with this project so important to the community of Crescent Mills,” said Venosdel.  “The purchase and repair of the water system is a great example of how USDA Rural Development works as a partner with rural communities to improve conditions for businesses and for families.”
