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USDA Provides $2.3 Million for Much Needed Health Center in Kerman

Kerman, CA – March 15, 2004 – Paul Venosdel, State Director, USDA Rural Development in California was on hand today to make a ceremonial check presentation in the amount of $2.3 million to United Health Center, for a new health facility in Kerman.


Currently United Health Centers leases a facility in Kerman with four exam rooms.  When the new facility is completed it will have 15 examination rooms and six dental operatories and will include a pharmacy.  Patients living in Kerman will no longer have to go to Mendota or Fresno to receive these services.  Plans for the new facility are to be fully functional in eleven to twelve months.


“This is a great day for the community of Kerman,” said Venosdel.  “The need for this facility is critical for this area and we applaud all those involved for their hard work and dedication in seeing this project through.”  

Robert V. Harless, CEO of United Centers, said he was pleased the company could offer expanded services to the community at this time.  Currently Drs. Monica Awaya and Nasir Kamal provide medical services from leased space in the Boyd office building.  When they move into the new 18,500 square foot building, they will be practicing in a fully self contained complex.

The funding for this project was provided by USDA Rural Development through a guaranteed community facility loan of $2.3 million with Rural Community Assistance Corporation.
