Rosamond gets Much Needed Funding from USDA Rural Development for Water System Improvements

Rosamond, CA – August 25, 2004 – Several rural communities throughout Kern County were on the receiving end of over $2.8 million in funding from USDA Rural Development when Paul Venosdel, State Director, USDA Rural Development spent two days in the County handing out ceremonial checks for projects that will provide economic opportunity, community infrastructure and business development.  One of the recipients was the Rosamond Community Service District who received over $200,000 for improvements to their water system.

Water system improvements will include replacing water lines in the Avenue A area and installing water meters and fire hydrants.  The Avenue A water system is a small privately owned system, and the system’s water source is a single well that provides water for approximately 20 connections.  The undersized distribution lines result in water pressure below minimum requirements and inadequate fire protection for the community.  To remedy these problems, the project will also annex to the nearby Rosamond CSD water system and install 4,700 feet of new waterline.  These infrastructure corrections will improve water distribution, treatment, and storage in the Rosamond area.
“The Bush Administration is committed to improving infrastructure in rural areas,” said Venosdel.  “These investments will help the community of Rosamond grow stronger and will help improve the quality of life for rural citizens.”
