MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

BETWEEN

GEORGIA STATE CLEARINGHOUSE (OFFICE OF PLANNING AND BUDGET)

AND

GEORGIA RURAL DEVELOPMENT (U. S. DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE)

Waiver of Intergovernmental Review for

Selected USDA Rural Development Loan/Grant Programs

This Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between the above-named parties has been entered into for the purpose of discontinuing intergovernmental review of selected USDA Rural Development loans/grants under Executive Order 12372.

As mutually agreed upon, both parties will initiate or have already initiated assignments to complete the transition.

GEORGIA STATE CLEARINGHOUSE (OFFICE OF PLANNING AND BUDGET) agrees to:

1. Collaborate with Georgia Rural Development concerning Clearinghouse’s Intent to Waive Intergovernmental Review memo.

2. Post the Intent to Waive memo on the Georgia State Clearinghouse’s website.

3. Mail, e-mail, or fax the Intent to Waive memo to any applicant/sponsor should a loan or grant application inadvertently be sent to the Clearinghouse’s office.

GEORGIA RURAL DEVELOPMENT (U. S. DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE) agrees to:

1. Notify all Georgia Rural Development offices and other known interested parties of this decision.

2. Change the Georgia Rural Development’s grant/loan application checklist to reflect the new criteria.

3. Collaborate on the Clearinghouse’s Intent to Waive Intergovernmental Review memo.

4. Post the Intent to Waive memo on the Georgia Rural Development’s website.

Both parties are in agreement to the following exception:

Any loan or grant that will be used to fund any type of construction, renovation or rehabilitation, that will involve State funds, or that will have significant statewide impact, must be submitted to and processed through the intergovernmental review by the Georgia State Clearinghouse.

This Memorandum of Understanding shall remain in effect until terminated or revised in writing.  It may be amended at any time by the parties.
