Submission of Materials for an Executive Order 12372 Review Process

Georgia State Clearinghouse, Intergovernmental Federal Program Review
Certain Federal Proposals are subject to Executive Order 12372 Review Process and the Georgia State Clearinghouse must receive and review those Federal Proposals.  Programs administered by USDA, Rural Development that involve new construction or rehabilitation have mandatory review requirements.  Submission requirements are listed below and can also be found on the Clearinghouse web site.  The Georgia Office of Planning and Budget and Georgia State Director of USDA Rural Development have determined that projects that involve ONLY the purchase of equipment, debt refinancing, or the provision of technical assistance are NOT subject to review and therefore do NOT have to be submitted to the Clearinghouse. Attachment B:
Copy of SF 424 – Application for Federal Assistance and SF 424C “Budget Information – 





Construction Programs” that will be submitted to USDA Rural Development.  Instructions for 




completing the form are on the back. Be sure Block 5, “Applicant Information” is accurately and 



thoroughly completed.  Block 10, “Catalog of Federal Domestic Assistance Number” should be 



completed based on the Federal Funding Source you are applying for.  A list of our most 





commonly applied for programs is found at the back of this package.  Examples:  The 





catalog number for Water and Waste Disposal Systems for Rural Communities is 10.760; 




Community Facilities Loans is 10.766; and Rural Business Enterprise Grants is 10.769.
Attachment C:   Detailed Project Description or Scope of Work.  Sufficient detail should be provided to enable 




the State Clearinghouse to determine the complexity of the project and those State Agencies 




that need to review the proposal.

Attachment D:
Proposed Land Use Description and Prior Use of the Land Summary Sheet – Write or 

type a brief description of the area where the project is to be located.  Describe the terrain, possible flood plain intrusion, number of acres, proximity to wetlands, and prior land use history.  Exhibit B is a sample.

Attachment E:
Project Location Map – Provide a map that shows the site location in relationship to other

areas of the city.  

Attachment F:
Topographic Map – provide a United States Geological Survey Topographic map

(available online at http://geography.usgs.gov/partners/viewonline.html or your local Regional Development Center). The proposed construction or project site should be clearly marked.  If maps are not on 81/2” X 11” reproducible paper, 7 copies of the map must be submitted.
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Attachment G:
Site Photographs – Provide at least one (1) set of mounted original 35 mm photographs (not Polaroid) or quality digital photographs of the proposed site and surrounding properties.  Photographs should be keyed to show N, S, E, and W direction according to the location map provided.  Include construction dates for any properties built prior to World War II.  NOTE:  The Office of Historic Preservation has additional submission requirements if a structure over 50 years old is involved.
