Renting, she was always surrounded by noise. Ms. Sellars remains current on both loans and is never late with payments. She enjoys gardening and reading.  Her son Ronald also lives in Cairo and granddaughter Christina visits often and likes helping water the plants! Ms. Sellars is now saving money to build a deck on the back of the house.
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
