Lexington—May 13, 2003—ATTENTION—Residents of Ball Branch or Bear Fork, in the Mousie area of Knott County—if you need to borrow money for tap-on-fees and for running water lines to your house, contact the USDA Rural Development Office in Prestonsburg.


Rural Development can provide a loan as low as one percent interest for eligible homeowners in the Ball Branch and Bear Fork areas.  The loan can be used to run the waterlines from the main line to your house and to pay the $250 tap-on-fee that is charged while the water project is still under construction.  The $250 fee will increase after construction is complete; the project is over half complete.


Rural Development funds can also be used for other repairs on your home, including a bathroom or septic system.
