REPAIR HOME 
Bowling Green—February 5, 2004--For the past four years the Charles Brock family had been living in a rural Butler County home that was without public water.  Additionally, they did not have any inside bath facilities and had to depend on a port a potty which they rented.  They sought assistance from Rural Development (an agency of the  United States Department of Agriculture).  Within two weeks the Brock’s had been deemed eligible for a Section 504 home repair loan, with additional assistance secured through Kentucky Housing Corporation.  Presently the Brock’s are having a new septic system installed in addition to having plumbing put into their home.  They were pleasantly surprised when they learned that the cost of their repairs resulted in a monthly payment that was about half of what they had been paying in rent for the port a potty.  
Rural Development provides low interest loans to credit worthy families with limited incomes to repair homes that they own.  Elderly families can qualify for grant assistance under certain circumstances.  Loans under this program are very affordable with a payment of approximately $4.60 per month for every $1000 borrowed.
If your home lacks essential services (public water, bathroom or plumbing, or a new roof) and you are unable to afford the repairs yourself you can start your family on a path to a better home by applying today.  Join the Brocks, and many other Butler County families, in taking advantage of the services offered by USDA Rural Development.
