Based on the 2000 census data, the Waterville and Augusta
areas are now entirely eligible for both our direct and guaranteed single family
housing programs.

The Bangor ineligible area has been redefined to coincide with the Bangor City
limits.

Once you
enter the property address, you should receive a map showing the location of the
property and a statement indicating if the property is or is not in an eligible
lending area for Rural Development’s housing programs.
