USDA Approves Loan for Fire Truck
EAST LANSING, Mich. – March 9, 2004 – The U.S. Department of Agriculture has approved a $190,000 loan to Eagle Harbor Township for the purchase of a new fire truck.
“This loan demonstrates the Bush Administration’s emphasis on emergency preparedness in rural areas,” said Dale Sherwin, state director for USDA Rural Development.

Rural Development has approved a community facilities loan of $190,000 for the township to purchase a second truck for its fire department. The department is in need of a second fire truck to meet the growing fire protection needs of the township. The loan will supplement a $50,000 grant that Rural Development approved for the purchase in 2003.

Terms of the loan include an annual interest rate of 4.5 percent over 15 years. The funds will be available once the terms and conditions of the loan are met.
