USDA Approves Funds for Marcellus Sewer Project
EAST LANSING, Mich. – March 19, 2004 – The U.S. Department of Agriculture has approved a $1,707,000 loan to the village of Marcellus for improvements to its sewage collection and treatment system.

“This loan represents the Bush Administration’s commitment to sustaining our rural communities,” said Dale Sherwin, state director for USDA Rural Development.

The Rural Development loan will be used to construct two new lift stations and make needed improvements to the village’s waste treatment system. The planned project will improve sewer service for about 486 homes and businesses. 

Funds for the project will be available once the terms and conditions of the funding are met. Terms of the loan include an annual interest rate of 4.5 percent over 40 years.

   Rural Development administers housing; business and industry; and community development loan and grant programs. In Fiscal Year 2003, USDA Rural Development provided over $358 million in loan and grant financing in rural Michigan.
