In a mock check ceremony on 

September 15, 2009, Janie Dunning, 
Missouri State Director, USDA Rural 
Development announced the award of 
$7,400 to the City of Laurie. Funds will be 
used to purchase and install an  additional 
early warning siren for the 663 residents of 
the small central Missouri community.  The 
assistance consists of an Economic Impact 
Initiative grant from the Community 
Facilities Program of USDA, Rural 
Development.  In addition, $6,200 was 
provided by the City of Laurie.   

“In Missouri, we know all too well 
that severe weather can strike in a matter of 
minutes.  This new warning system will ensure the people of Laurie and Sunrise Beach have ample time 
to take shelter from these dangerous storms.  Thank you to the local leaders and USDA officials whose 
efforts are making these communities a safer place to live,”  stated U.S. Senator Kit Bond. 

“In Missouri we have enough severe weather to know that early warning systems are an 
important life-saving service,” U.S. Senator Claire McCaskill said.
