SYRACUSE, N.Y., August 9, 2006 – U.S. Department of Agriculture Rural Development has awarded a loan and grant package of $300,000 to the Village of Whitney Point to help complete a sanitary sewer collection and treatment system. 
USDA Rural Development will provide a $150,000 loan and a $150,000 grant to Whitney Point. These funds increase Rural Development’s total investment in the Whitney Point project to $900,000. In fiscal year 2005, Rural Development provided a $100,000 loan and a $500,000 grant to the project. 

“We’re pleased that we could help Whitney Point construct their new sewage and water treatment system,” said Scott Collins, Acting Director of USDA Rural Development in New York. “The system will directly improve the village’s quality of life and establish the infrastructure needed for future residential and commercial growth.”
The Whitney Point funds were made available through Rural Development’s Water and Waste Disposal Loan and Grant Program. The program’s objective is to provide infrastructure for rural areas of up to 10,000 in population. Public entities can apply for loans and grants from the program and funds must be used to improve public water, waste collection and treatment systems.
