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USDA RURAL DEVELOPMENT AWARDS $2,895,000 IN 
RECOVERY ACT FUNDING TO THE VILLAGE OF WAVERLY
SYRACUSE, N.Y., Sept. 10, 2009 – USDA Rural Development has awarded more than $2.8 million in American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) funding to the Village of Waverly for its new village hall. 

The award will be distributed as a $100,000 grant and $2,795,000 loan. Loan terms are 30 years at 4.375 percent interest. The funds will be used to purchase a former school building, which will be renovated to serve as the new village hall. The current village hall is an outdated, overcrowded facility that lacks adequate space for staff and fails to meet some accessibility standards. 
The Waverly announcement is part of a $17.5 million package of essential community facilities projects in 12 states that are being funded immediately by USDA Rural Development with Recovery Act funding. The funding was announced this afternoon in Washington, D.C. by Agriculture Secretary Tom Vilsack. 
To date, USDA Rural Development has provided more than $12 million in Recovery Act funding for Community Facilities projects in New York. In total, Rural Development has obligated more than $170 million in Recovery Act funding to water, sewer, housing, business and community facilities projects in the state. 
“Facilities such as libraries, public buildings and community centers bring vitality to small towns and cities and these Recovery Act investments will benefit people through the country,” Secretary Vilsack said. “The Obama administration is committed to strengthening communities in rural areas and these investments will help further that goal”
“Helping rural areas provide essential services is the mission of Rural Development’s Community Facilities program and supporting Waverly’s village hall certainly helps us achieve that goal,” said Jill Harvey, State Director for USDA Rural Development in New York. “Waverly’s new facility will provide an improved working environment for the Village staff and its customers, while enabling the Village to better serve all of its residents.”
