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USDA RURAL DEVELOPMENT AWARDS MORE THAN $4.1 MILLION IN RECOVERY ACT FUNDING TO THE VILLAGE OF DELHI
SYRACUSE, N.Y., Sept. 9, 2009 – USDA Rural Development has awarded more than $4.1 million in American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) funding to the Village of Delhi to help construct its new water distribution system.
The funding will be distributed as a $1,000,000 grant and a $3,169,000 loan. Loan terms are 38 years at 3.5 percent interest. The new system will replace more than 13,000 feet of century-old pipe, which has become increasingly unreliable and expensive to maintain.  
The Delhi award is part of $172.5 million in ARRA funding for water and wastewater projects in 24 states. The funding was announced last week by Agriculture Secretary Tom Vilsack. This round of funding raises USDA’s total ARRA investment in environmental and water projects nationally to $1.64 billion. Rural Development’s obligated ARRA funding in New York now stands at more than $170 million. 
“The Recovery Act is putting people to work right now while making our communities safer and improving the quality of life for many years to come,” Vilsack said. “The 39 ARRA water and wastewater projects we are announcing support the Obama administration’s goal to rebuild and revitalize the nation’s rural infrastructure.”

“This Recovery Act funding will help Delhi replace its aging water infrastructure, much of which was installed before 1910,” said Jill Harvey, Acting State Director for USDA Rural Development in New York. “The new project will help put people back to work in the area, provide for future growth, and improve the water quality for the Village’s 2,600 residents.”
Delhi’s ARRA funding is being administered by USDA Rural Development’s Water and Environmental Program. The program provides loans and grants to ensure that the necessary investments are made in water and wastewater infrastructure to deliver safe drinking water and protect the environment in rural areas. 

President Obama signed The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 into law on Feb. 17, 2009. It is designed to jumpstart the nation’s economy, create or save millions of jobs and put a down payment on addressing long-neglected challenges so our country can thrive in the 21st century. The Act includes measures to modernize our nation’s infrastructure, enhance energy independence, expand educational opportunities, preserve and improve affordable health care, provide tax relief, and protect those in greatest need.
