USDA RURAL DEVELOPMENT AWARDS MORE THAN $793,000 IN RECOVERY ACT FUNDING TO TOWN OF VOLNEY WATER PROJECT
SYRACUSE, N.Y., Feb. 17, 2010 – The U.S. Department of Agriculture Rural Development agency has awarded $793,500 in American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) funding to the Town of Volney. Volney will use the funds to extend municipal water service to 39 homes located in an area bordered by County Routes 176, 45 and 4. 
“One of USDA Rural Development’s primary missions is to improve the quality of life in rural areas and Recovery Act projects like the Volney water extension helps us achieve that goal,” said Jill Harvey, State Director for USDA Rural Development in New York. “Many of the private wells in this area provide poor quality water and this creates major inconveniences and real hardships for residents. This project will correct those problems by providing clean, safe and reliable water to more than three dozen families.” 
Volney’s award will be distributed as a $344,500 grant and a $449,000 loan. Loan terms are 38 years at 3.25 percent interest. 
President Obama signed The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 into law on Feb. 17, 2009. It is designed to jumpstart the nation’s economy, create or save millions of jobs and put a down payment on addressing long-neglected challenges so our country can thrive in the 21st century. The Act includes measures to modernize our nation’s infrastructure, enhance energy independence, expand educational opportunities, preserve and improve affordable health care, provide tax relief, and protect those in greatest need.
