Prevailing Wage Rates, the wage rates do not have to be printed and/or included with the Bidding Documents. However explicit mention of the prevailing wage rates must be made in Article 24 of the Instructions to Bidders, and may be mentioned(optional)  in the Advertisement of Bids. The following guide will help to determine the applicable wage rates:
