Prevailing Wage Rates, the wage rates do not have to be printed and/or included with the Bidding Documents. However explicit mention of the prevailing wage rates must be made in Article 24 of the Instructions to Bidders, and may be mentioned (optional) in the Advertisement of Bids. The following guide will help to determine the applicable wage rates:
A. If the Owner is a public body and the project has only RD and/or non-federal funds then use State of Ohio Wage Rates; or

B. If the Owner is a Non-Profit and the project has only RD and/or non-federal funds then no other wage rates apply other than Minimum Wage; or
C.
If any other funding scenario exists then use Davis-Bacon Wage Rates. (Other funding sources may include CDBG, ARC, or EDA).
