STURGIS INDUSTRIAL EXPANSION CORPORATION RECEIVES RURAL BUSINESS GRANT

Sturgis - Lynn Jensen, State Director for USDA Rural Development in South Dakota, today awarded the Sturgis Industrial Expansion Corporation (SIEC) a Rural Business Enterprise Grant in the amount of $99,000.
