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“NEIGHBORHOOD HOUSING SERVICES” RECEIVES PRESERVATION GRANT

Sturgis- Lynn Jensen, State Director for USDA Rural Development in South Dakota, today presented Joy McCracken of Neighborhood Housing Services (NHS) a check for $50,000. The award follows competition for funds that will be used to assist the organization in neighborhood revitalization activities.

Jensen said, “We are pleased that Neighborhood Housing Services continues to distinguish themselves in housing preservation work and that we are able to support their work with this grant.” The grant will be specifically used for removing health and safety hazards and completing essential repairs for very low-income residents in Lawrence, Butte, and Meade Counties that own their own home.   Eligible repairs include replacement of heating, plumbing and electrical service, roof repair or adding handicap accessibility features.  

Eric Fowler, NHS Board President said, “This program will assist us in fulfilling our mission of neighborhood revitalization, house by house, block by block.”  In other comments, Fowler and McCracken credited Rural Development staff in both Sturgis (Doug Roehl) and Rapid City (Tim Potts) for their on-going assistance and support.
