DEADWOOD ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION AND CITY RECEIVE USDA RURAL DEVELOPMENT GRANT

Deadwood - Lynn Jensen, State Director for USDA Rural Development in South Dakota,

Presented a check today for a Rural Business Enterprise Grant in the amount of $46,000 to the Deadwood Economic Development Corporation (DEDC) and the City of Deadwood as matching money to establish and supplement DEDC’s revolving loan fund.

Jensen said, “We are pleased to support the City’s ongoing efforts to enhance economic growth in Deadwood through revolving loan funds.” He continued, “Rural towns continue to sustain economic growth by using revolving loan funds to support small businesses.”

Chuck Turbiville, Executive Director of the DEDC indicate the funds will be used to try to establish and provide start-up financing for a new medical practice that currently does not exist in Deadwood, a day-care center and for businesses that support the City’s largest employer, the gaming industry. Mayor Francis Toscana added that he believes funds should also be used to establish retail and service businesses, especially in some of the historical buildings.

Turbiville praised the efforts and support of USDA Rural Development staff in both Rapid City (Tim Potts) and Sturgis (Doug Roehl). He said, “Without their help this could not have happened.”
