USDA RURAL DEVELOPMENT FUNDS FOUR MULTI-FAMILY COMPLEXES

Huron - USDA Rural Development announced recently that they have funded four housing complexes designed to provide forty-nine units for family living in South Dakota. The four complexes are located on three Native American Reservations, including Rosebud Reservation near Antelope, Pine Ridge Indian Reservation in Wanblee and Allen, and on the Cheyenne River Indian Reservation in Eagle Butte. 

Lynn Jensen, State Director for USDA Rural Development in South Dakota said, “Our staff worked closely with tribal housing leaders to fund these projects. We are pleased to have their support and to be able to leverage federal dollars into meaningful rental complexes.” Rural Development provided long-term 30-year loans to tribal housing authorities at rates of 6.875%. The loans for multi-family housing at these four locations totaled $2.82 million.

The Rosebud Sioux Tribe will build a ten unit family complex, Oglala Sioux Tribe will build two twelve unit elderly apartments, and Oti Kaga, Inc., a housing authority on the Cheyenne River Reservation, will construct fifteen units for area families.

USDA Rural Development serves as the lead federal entity for rural development needs, and administers program assistance through three agencies: Rural Housing Service, Rural Business-Cooperative Service, and Rural Utilities Service.
