FEDERAL OFFICIALS AWARD FUNDING FOR SEWER COLLECTION SYSTEM

Northville - USDA Rural Development State Director Lynn D. Jensen and staff members presented loan and grant funding to the town of Northville this week to solve critical sewer collection problems. Federal funding portions of the project total $511,750.

Jensen said, “Solving health problems for rural towns who have limited resources is a part of what our agency is committed to. This project is a good example of how the federal government can partner with others to solve a critical problem for a rural town.”  Northville has used septic tank drain fields over the years for the collection of sewage. In recent years the system has continued to experience problems for local officials. A new central collection system will replace the existing arrangement and includes the construction of a lagoon.

Funding for the project is expected to total $750,000. USDA will contribute a grant of $295,330 and provide a loan for $216,420. Other funding will come from a $225,000 grant from the State Department of Natural Resources and local cash. 

Jensen was accompanied by staff members Ron Freesemann, Rural Development Director from Watertown, and Dave Franssens, Rural Development Manager from Huron. The project was engineered by Helms and Associates of Aberdeen.

USDA Rural Development serves as the lead federal entity for rural development needs, and administers program assistance through three agencies: Rural Housing Service, Rural Business-Cooperative Service, and Rural Utilities Service.
