FEDERAL OFFICIALS AWARD FINANCIAL SUPPORT FOR AREA PROJECTS

Webster - USDA Rural Development officials joined local leaders in northeastern South Dakota this week to present financial support from the federal government for community projects.

In Webster, the Day County Champion Community organization will receive a $99,000 grant to establish a revolving loan fund.  The funds will go to the non-profit organization which was formed following work with local officials to develop a strategic plan for the revitalization of Day County. 















                                               Day County Champion Community Executive Director Bob Kazmierski said, "We have worked to obtain this funding for several months as we believe a revolving loan fund will greatly help small businesses in our communities.” The Champion Community status and related work includes several communities in  Day County and is supported with technical assistance by USDA Rural Development.

The Shining Star Day Care Center, near Enemy Swim, is receiving a $42,800 USDA Community Facilities grant in support of their activities. The Day Care serves area families and was supported by the 'Governor’s House' through a donation of a prison built building.  The grant award comes from a one-time funding opportunity provided by USDA Rural Development for counties that have a “not-employed rate” exceeding 19.5%.  Marketing Director Mike Keating, representing the State of South Dakota, was also in attendance at the award presentation.

Additionally, the Sisseton-Wahpeton Community College will receive, from a one time funding source for Native American Colleges, a grant totaling $270,000, which will be used for an addition to a campus facility and improvements to a maintenance building. 

Lynn Jensen, State Director for Rural Development in South Dakota said, “These grants represent meaningful ways in which the federal government can support local communities across rural South Dakota.” He continued, “Our staff worked very well with local leaders to make these funding opportunities available.”

USDA Rural Development serves as the lead federal entity for rural development needs, and administers program assistance through three agencies: Rural Housing Service, Rural Business-Cooperative Service, and Rural Utilities Service.
