FEDERAL OFFICIALS PRESENT FUNDING FOR SELF-HELP

Kyle - USDA Rural Development Associate Administrator for the Rural Housing Service James E. Selmon, from Washington, DC, South Dakota USDA Rural Development State Director Lynn D. Jensen and South Dakota Rural Housing Director Roger Hazuka presented a grant check in the amount of $274,360 to the Oglala Sioux Tribe Partnership for Housing today.  Rural Development Director Tim Potts and Rural Development Manager David Adrian also attended the event.

USDA Rural Development is providing this financial assistance through  the mutual Self-Help Housing Grant program.  This program is available to public or private non-profit organizations and Indian Tribes to provide assistance in recruitment, screening, loan packaging, and construction related activities including supervision of the project.  This project will allow the grantee to work with twelve families over a 2-year period on the Pine Ridge Indian Reservation. 

Oglala Sioux Tribe Partnership for Housing is a non-profit corporation that operates programs to assist very-low and low-income families including the elderly and handicapped to achieve and maintain their self-sufficiency.  Housing is a basic need for all persons and the self-help housing program is a proven method of increasing the availability of affordable housing for very-low and low-income persons.  

Selmon said, "We are greatly encouraged by persons who participate in the actual building of their new homes.  Families meeting the income criteria may qualify provided they cannot individually afford to build modest houses by customary methods.  We are committed to making affordable housing a reality in Indian Country."  

Jensen said, "The program helps families get into a new home with less debt obligation, learn building skills and have the satisfaction of building their own home."
