FEDERAL OFFICIALS AWARD FUNDING TO STRAND-KJORSVIG COMMUNITY REST HOME

Roslyn - USDA Rural Development State Director Lynn D. Jensen presented federal funding to the Strand-Kjorsvig Community Rest Home for the repair of the rest home's east wing roof to prevent further damage and to construct a storage room on Tuesday, May 27th.  Rural Development Director Ron Freesemann and Rural Development Manager Bruce Jones also attended the event.

The Strand-Kjorsvig Rest Home is a non-profit corporation that owns and operates a 36-bed facility, which has been providing exceptional senior care to Day County residents since 1957.  The rest home is Roslyn's largest employer, providing 54 jobs to the local economy.  In addition to providing 24-hour nursing care, the rest home offers free transportation for activities and medical appointments, physical and occupational therapy, monthly in-house medical and psychiatric visits, social services and monthly social service consultations, as well as nutritious meals developed by dietary professionals.  Financing for the roof repair and storage project includes a USDA Rural Development Community Facility grant in the amount of  $30,000 and local contributions of $10,000.

Ray Lardy, President of the Board for the Strand-Kjorsvig Community Rest Home, said, "It would have been impossible for us to meet state regulation requirement standards without the assistance of USDA Rural Development.  We are very appreciate of the grant funds which will assist in keeping the rest home in compliance and allow us to continue with providing a high level of care to our customers." 

Jensen said, "I am pleased our agency was able to assist the community of Roslyn with their roof repair and storage project in order to continue the trusted tradition of providing services in a safe and clean environment." He continued, "This project will assist in maintaining jobs and is a much needed facility for the community members it serves."
