FEDERAL OFFICIALS AWARD FUNDING TO EAGLE BUTTE PROJECTS
Eagle Butte – USDA Rural Development State Director Lynn D. Jensen presented federal funding to the Eagle Butte Community Clinic, Inc., Eagle Butte Fire Department, and the Cheyenne River Youth Project, Inc. to assist in the development of important community services and facilities.  Rural Development Director Tim Potts, Rural Development Manager Clark Guthmiller and Rural Development Specialist Brian Ring also attended the event.
The community projects were all funded through the USDA Rural Development’s Community Facilities and Economic Impact Initiative program.  The Eagle Butte Community Clinic, Inc. was awarded $50,000 in grant funds and will leverage the funds with applicant, state, local and foundation funds in the amount of $150,000 to assist with the expansion of the existing non-profit medical, dental, and vision facility which will accommodate patients and provide a more confidential environment.  The Eagle Butte Fire Department was awarded grant funds in the amount of $13,095 and will leverage it with an applicant contribution of $4,365 to purchase a hazardous weather early warning siren for Habitat for Humanity Housing District and the Cheyenne River Housing Authority – Fox Ridge Housing Development.  The Cheyenne River Youth Project, Inc. was awarded grant funds in the amount of $40,000 and will leverage the funds with applicant, local, and foundation contributions in the amount of $1,632,150 to construct a new youth center for teenagers on the Cheyenne River Sioux Indian Reservation.   
Jensen said, “These projects are a great example of how federal funding can be leveraged with our partners to achieve great results.”  He continued, “I am pleased our agency was able to help Eagle Butte in providing needed services to the community.”
