To Expand Farmers’ Market 

Morgantown, WV – February 17, 2010:  State Director Robert D. Lewis announces that USDA Rural Development approved a Rural Business Enterprise Grant in the amount of $200,000 for the City of Buckhannon, Upshur County, WV.
“The funding provided through the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act will be utilized for the Farmers’ Market construction, including vendor market shelters, storm sewer installation, sidewalk and streetscape renovation located on Madison Street, Buckhannon, WV,” stated Lewis.

The City of Buckhannon has provided space for the Farmers’ Market for a number of years to assist local growers with a venue for the sale of their products.  The Market has been successful, with more growers participating each year.  The construction of permanent shelters will accommodate the existing need and provide additional protected spaces for the expansion of the market.  Producers and patrons of the market will benefit from this project as it will provide protection from inclement weather.
