Morgantown, WV – February 17, 2010:  State Director Robert D. Lewis announces that USDA Rural Development approved a Water and Waste Disposal Direct Loan in the amount of $1,429,000 and Water and Waste Disposal Direct Grant in the amount of $2,926,000 for the Mingo County Public Service District, Mingo County, WV.
“The funding provided through the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act will provide  Jennies Creek residents in Mingo County a safe and reliable source of water for those who currently rely on private sources.  These sources often provide water of poor quality and quantity,” stated Lewis.

Public health and safety issues within the proposed service area will be addressed with the installation of 10.5 miles of new waterline with fire hydrants, one water storage tank, one booster station, and necessary accessories. This project (phase one of five) will extend public water service to approximately 148 rural households in the Jennies Creek area of Mingo County.  Residents in this area must currently use wells and cisterns that provide water of poor quality and unreliable quantity.
