Town of Monongah Approved for ARRA Funds 

To Upgrade Water System 

Morgantown, WV – February 17, 2010:  State Director Robert D. Lewis announces that USDA Rural Development approved a Water and Waste Disposal Loan in the amount of $173,000 and a Water and Waste Disposal Grant in the amount of $1,272,000 for the Town of Monongah, Marion County, WV.
“The funding provided through the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act will be utilized to provide much needed upgrades to the Town’s deteriorating water distribution system,” stated Lewis.  “This project will benefit approximately 1,350 households by alleviating insufficient water pressure, inadequate fire protection, and unreliable service.”
Construction will include the replacement of approximately ten miles of failing waterline, renovation of an existing booster pump station, and repairs to two existing water storage tanks.  

"President Obama’s Recovery Act has helped create jobs and lay a new foundation for economic growth during the greatest economic crisis since the Great Depression,” said Agriculture Secretary Tom Vilsack.  “USDA has used Recovery Act funding to create badly-needed jobs and stimulate local economies, help farmers and rural businesses make it through tough times, ensure that struggling families can put food on the table, and build and revitalize critical infrastructure in rural communities across America.”
