Morgantown, WV – August 19, 2009:  Acting State Director Dianne Goff Crysler announces that Rural Development approved a Water and Waste Disposal Direct Loan in the amount of $4,200,000 for the City of Keyser, Mineral County, WV.  
Rural Development funds will be used to replace existing water lines and a one million gallon water storage tank that have deteriorated due to age.  
“The project will also extend public water service to approximately 50 new customers that are currently without an adequate source of water,” added Crysler.
