Approved For Emergency Water Grant  

Morgantown, WV – March 12, 2010:  State Director Bobby Lewis announces that Rural Development approved an Emergency Community Water Assistance Grant in the amount of $90,900 for Huttonsville Public Service District, Randolph County, WV.  
Rural Development funds will be used to pay for costs associated with emergency repairs that were necessary due to a massive waterline rupture.  The rupture occurred in a stream crossing during a period of flooding where a tree was overturned and damaged the line.
“Emergency repairs were needed immediately due to customers left without service and the large volume of water loss,” explained Lewis.  “The repairs consisted of 760 feet of replacement pipe and necessary accessories.”

Rural Development serves as the lead Federal entity for rural development needs and administers program assistance through its housing, business/cooperative, community and infrastructure programs.
