Approved For $4.9 Million Loan 
Morgantown, WV – January 21, 2010:  State Director Robert D. “Bobby” Lewis announces that Rural Development approved a Water and Waste Disposal Loan in the amount of $4,900,000 for Mineral Wells Public Service District, Wood County, WV.  
Rural Development funds will be used to make improvements to the existing wastewater collection and treatment system.  The current system was constructed approximately 22 years ago and has problems with infiltration and inflow during times of rainfall.  Major upgrades to the system will increase plant capacity and allow the plant to meet all discharge parameters  Some of the more significant improvements will include new aeration and disinfection systems, as well as the rebuild of several lift stations.

“This project is expected to benefit the approximate 1,700 customers on the system,” added Lewis.
