Morgantown, WV – December 2, 2009:  State Director Robert D. “Bobby” Lewis announces that USDA Rural Development approved a Water and Waste Disposal Grant in the amount of $1,168,000 for Mingo County Public Service District, Mingo County, WV.  
Rural Development funds will be used to extend public water service to residents in the Dingess, Trace, Parsley and Kirk areas of Mingo County, West Virginia.  Construction will consist of approximately 154,000 feet of waterline and three new water storage tanks.
“This project will bring service to approximately 450 rural residents who are currently without a safe and reliable source of water,” stated Lewis.  This grant is to cover a contract bid over-run and completes a total Rural Development funding package of $3,785,500.
Rural Development serves as the lead Federal entity for rural development needs and administers program assistance through its housing, business/cooperative, community and infrastructure programs.
