For Water & Waste Funds  

Morgantown, WV – February 22, 2010:  State Director Robert D. “Bobby” Lewis announces that Rural Development approved a Water and Waste Disposal Loan in the amount of $2,931,200 for Putnam Public Service District, Putnam County, WV.  
Rural Development funds will be used to replace the District’s water clarification system.  The project will involve the construction of three 1.5 million gallon-per-day concrete clarification basins to allow for the water plant to meet peak demands during servicing.  

“This will allow the District to continue to provide quality service to its 8,500 customers,” stated Lewis.  This loan is subsequent funding to cover unanticipated site development costs and completes a total Rural Development funding package of $6,488,700.

Rural Development serves as the lead Federal entity for rural development needs and administers program assistance through its housing, business/cooperative, community and infrastructure programs.
