CRYSLER ANNOUNCES FY 2009 FUNDING AVAILABILITY FOR SECTION 515 RURAL RENTAL HOUSING NEW CONSTRUCTION 
Morgantown, WV – April 29, 2009:  Rural Development Acting State Director Dianne Goff Crysler is inviting applications from eligible applicants for Fiscal Year 2009 Section 515 Rural Rental Housing for new construction.  Loans can be made to an individual, corporation, association, trust, Indian tribe, public or private nonprofit organization (which may include a faith-based or community organization), consumer cooperative, or partnership to provide rental or cooperative housing and related facilities in rural areas for very-low, low-, or moderate-income persons or families, including elderly persons and persons with disabilities.

Rental assistance (RA) is a tenant subsidy for very-low and low-income families residing in rural rental housing facilities with USDA Rural Development financing.  It is anticipated that RA will not be available for new construction in Fiscal Year (FY) 2009.  The total amount available for Fiscal Year 2009 for Section 515 is $69,511,661.80, of which $13,902,332 is available for new construction as follows:  Non-Restricted - $1,904,373; set-aside for nonprofits - $5,237,026; set-aside for underserved counties and colonias - $2,856,560; set-aside for EZ, EC, and REAP Zones - $2,000,000; and designated reserve for States with rental assistance programs - $1,904,373.      

Applicants wishing to apply for assistance must contact the USDA Rural Development State Office serving the place in which they desire to submit an application for rural rental housing to receive further information and copies of the application package. The deadline for receipt of all applications in response to this Notice of Funding Availability is 5:00 PM, local time, June 29, 2009.  Applicants intending to mail applications must allow sufficient time to permit delivery on or before the closing deadline.  Facsimile and postage-due applications will not be accepted.
