Approved For Water & Waste Grant  

Morgantown, WV – September 30, 2009:  State Director Robert D. “Bobby” Lewis announces that Rural Development approved a Water and Waste Disposal Grant in the amount of $100,000 for the Town of Tunnelton, Preston County, WV.  
This water project is currently under construction.  Additional Rural Development funds will be used to correct several underground voids that were discovered in a proposed tank site area.  This will be accomplished by subterraneous drilling and filling of voids with grout.  This action is necessary in order to finish the project and allow the Town to purchase water from the nearby Town of Rowlesburg.
