Information Sharing with the State of California’s Housing & Community Development (HCD)

Multi-Family Housing (MFH) Programs

This memorandum reaffirms and updates guidance previously provided in an unnumbered memorandum dated March 22, 2003.  

Our MFH projects are frequently the beneficiaries of assistance from HCD.  In particular, there are 39 Rural Rental Housing projects that have RHCP subsidy from HCD and 31 Farm Labor Housing projects that have received Joe Serna Jr. Farm Worker Housing Grant Program (FWG) assistance.  Attached is an Excel worksheet listing these shared projects.  Please note that it contains two worksheets – one of RHCP-assisted projects and one of FWG-assisted projects.  

In order to simplify the servicing demands on our borrowers, USDA and HCD have agreed to share information.  Rather than duplicate USDA’s servicing work, HCD will rely on USDA servicing visits for both programs and budget approvals for FWG.  Specifically, USDA will provide HCD with a copy of the following.

For RCHP-assisted projects: 

1. USDA’s triennial supervisory visit report (Form RD 1930-11 and report of findings modeled on Exhibit G, 1930-C).  Please note that HCD needs more than just our physical inspection report.  Our submittal should include information on tenant file reviews, tenant interviews, etc.
2. If a physical needs assessment or long-term capital budget is available for the project, this too                                                       should be provided.  

Within the next 30 days, please send HCD the most recent supervisory visit report for each of these projects.  (If you have already provided the complete supervisory visit information to HCD, it is not necessary to submit a second copy.) 

For FWG-assisted projects: 

1. The project’s approved budget (Form RD 1930-7) – including the approved rent levels and reserve account balance and contribution requirement found on this form.

2. USDA’s triennial supervisory visit report (Form RD 1930-11 and report of findings modeled on Exhibit G, 1930-C).  Please note that HCD needs more than just our physical inspection report.  Our submittal should include information on tenant file reviews, tenant interviews, etc.

3. If a physical needs assessment or long-term capital budget is available for the project, this too should be provided.  

Budgets are to be sent to HCD on each project whenever they are approved, and supervisory visit reports are to be sent whenever they are completed.  This requirement only applies to the mutual projects on the attached list.

To continue this process, within the next 30 days, please send HCD the most recent approved budget and the most recent supervisory visit report for each of these projects.  This will establish a baseline for the information sharing with HCD.
