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CONTENTS OF A PREAPPLICATION

Applicants for a Water or Wastewater loan/grant or a Community Facilities Loan should provide an original and one copy of the following information to the USDA Rural Development office serving your area.  Attached is a list of offices that are available to assist you.

1. Standard Form (SF) 424-2, Application for Federal Assistance.  The Federal Catalog Numbers, which need to be inserted in block 10 of this form, are listed on the cover.

2. Evidence that the State and Local Clearinghouses have been notified.  You will need to file a Notice of Intent with the State Clearinghouse and Local Clearinghouse in your area by forwarding a copy of the front page of Form SF 424.2.  A list of Clearinghouses follows.

3. Execute Page 5 of this Guide, RUS/CF Preapplication Certification.

4. A copy of your most recent audit or financial statement including a balance sheet and income statement.  

5. Nonprofit organizations should provide a copy of current By-laws (certified by Corporate Secretary) and Articles of Incorporation (with Secretary of State Reproduction Certification).

6. A narrative that provides the following information:

a. Why the facility is needed and a project description.

b. Description of the facility and the service area.

c. Type of loan security that will be offered and source of loan repayment.

d. Terms of any existing long-term debts.

e. Any health/sanitation factors (RUS loans/grants only)

f. Calculate the total number of Equivalent Dwelling Units by type (RUS loans/grants only).  Page two illustrates an example of this calculation.

g. Attach a copy of you current rate schedule (RUS loans/grants only).
7.   Optional items to be submitted only if available:

a. Preliminary Engineering Report (RUS loans/grants only)

b. Preliminary Architectural Feasibility Report (CF loans only)
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PUBLIC INFORMATION REQUIREMENTS

USDA Rural Development requires all applicants to inform the general public regarding the development of any proposed project.  The public meeting must be held after the preapplication is filed and not later than loan approval.

TOTAL EDUs:      1,990

In the above example, 182.30 MG divided by 1,575 residential users equals .1158 MG which is one EDU.  Then commercial/industrial annual usage is divided by .1158 to determine the equivalent usage.

Using the above data, determining the total EDU’s is calculated as follows:  

230.37 (Total Annual Usage) divided by .1158 (one EDU)  =  Total EDUs  

Note:  Wastewater systems can base EDU’s on historical water data.

ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW REQUIREMENTS
