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CANTIL TO USE $369,000 FROM USDA RURAL DEVELOPMENT  FOR WATER SYSTEM IMPROVEMENTS
Cantil, CA  -  August 25, 2004  -  At an event held today in Cantil, USDA Rural Development State Director Paul Venosdel made a ceremonial check presentation in the amount of $369,000, to Rancho Seco, Inc. for water system improvements to the Cantil water system. 

The water system currently consists of one well, one 20 gallon steel pressure tank, a 10 horsepower booster pump, and the distribution system.  Improvements to the system will include replacing existing waterlines, replacing the leaking pressure tank, cleaning the ground storage tank, and replacing the well and booster pump’s protective structures and electrical controls.  The old waterlines will no longer be used after the new lines are installed and ready to use.  Water system improvements will improve distribution, storage, and treatment of water for Cantil’s residents.      
“The Bush Administration is committed to improving infrastructure in rural areas,” said Venosdel.  “These investments will help the community of Cantil grow stronger and will help improve the quality of life for rural citizens.”  

The loan and grant were made possible through the Water and Waste Disposal Loan and Grant Program, which provides financial assistance to rural communities for improving water and waste disposal facilities.  The program also provides funding for developing and repairing water, sewer, storm drainage, and solid waste systems.  Areas with demonstrated need are given higher priority in receiving aid.
