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USDA FUNDS AVAILABLE FOR REPAIRS TO HOMES


Alturas, CA – May 4, 2004 – USDA Rural Development wants to remind residents in rural towns of less than 10,000 people or in towns with up to 20,000 people in non-metropolitan areas of loan grant funds available for home repairs.

These funds are part of the USDA Rural Development Section 504 Repair Housing Loan and Grant Program and may be used for home repairs and weatherization/insulation.  The maximum loan amount is $20,000 with an interest rate of one percent at up to 20 years repayment.  Section 504 grants to remove health and safety hazards up to $7,500 are also available to homeowners 62 years or older who are unable to finance their repairs.

Applicants must be homeowners with incomes under 50 percent of the median family income of the area and either a U.S. citizen or permanent resident legally admitted to the United States.
