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USDA PROVIDES OVER $7 MILLION FOR THE LONG AWAITED WILDWOOD ASSISTED LIVING CENTER

Chester, CA – September 16, 2003 -  
At a groundbreaking ceremony held today, Paul Venosdel, State Director, USDA Rural Development in California presented a ceremonial check in the amount of $7.256 million to representatives from the Almanor Residential, Inc. to begin the construction of the Wildwood Senior Center, a senior housing complex, in Chester, CA.

The proposed project is a 42,213 square foot expansion to an existing USDA Rural Development multi-family senior low income housing facility.  The expansion will include 22 new one two bedroom units of Congregate Care and 15 new studio units of Assisted Living.  The current facility has 15 units of congregate care of which only low income seniors may live in.  


“This is a great day for the citizen’s of Chester and Plumas County,” said Paul Venosdel, State Director, USDA Rural Development in California.  “The need for this type of housing is critical for this area and we applaud all those involved for their hard work and dedication in seeing this project through.  

Those attending the ceremony had the opportunity to tour the existing senior housing facility and enjoy a nutritional meal with residents living in the complex.


The $7.256 million funding for this project was provided by a combination of two USDA Rural Development loan programs:  a direct community facility loan of $3.628 million and a guaranteed community facility loan of $3.628 with Plumas Bank.
