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USDA RURAL DEVELOPMENT AWARDS HOUSING GRANTS 
Nearly $600,000 to repair homes of low-income rural residents in nine counties
Davis, Calif., - USDA Rural Development in California has awarded six housing preservation grants totaling $598,241 to repair and rehabilitate owner-occupied homes for very low-income residents in nine rural counties. USDA Rural Development State Director Paul Venosdel announced the grants to correct access, safety and health problems in homes.    

“The award of these grants recognizes the needs of very low-income rural residents to make repairs and renovations to their homes for their safety and health,” said Venosdel. “With these funds, our housing improvement partners will help many needy rural residents, in keeping with President Bush’s continued commitment to rural communities.”    


Residents in four San Joaquin Valley counties will benefit from a $105,683 grant to Self-Help Enterprises and an $86,754 grant to the County of Fresno. Self-Help Enterprises, based in Visalia, will make repairs to 14 homes in Kings, Madera and Merced counties. Fresno County will use its funds to make repairs to five homes in rural areas of the county.

The Self-Help Improvement Project in Redding receives a $105,683 grant to make repairs to homes in Shasta and Tehama counties. 

Mercy Housing California, based in West Sacramento, receives $101,201 in grant funds to perform repairs at six homes in the City of Biggs.  

Ten low-income residents in Nevada County will benefit from a $97,719 grant to the County of Nevada. 

A sixth grant of $101,201 was awarded to Community Action Agency of San Mateo County to make repairs to 10 homes of very low-income residents of the county.
