NEW COMPUTERS 


Lost Hills, CA – April 7, 2003 - Thanks to a $35,200 grant from USDA Rural Development, the Lost Hills School District was able to replace 40 obsolete computers with new units and printers, and has purchased new and upgraded software focusing on reading and writing skills.


Funds for this project were made available through the Economic Impact Initiative program under the Community Facilities program of USDA Rural Development.  The projects must be essential community facilities and services for public use in rural communities with populations of less than 20,000 that have a not employed rate of above 19.5 percent.  The grants provide facilities for community health care, cultural and educational activities, fire, rescue and public safety and public building and improvement.
