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USDA Rural Development Provides $2.2 Million for New Water System for the Community of Mineral, CA

Mineral, CA – August 16, 2004 – Residents in Mineral will soon be enjoying safe, clean drinking water thanks to USDA Rural Development and their approval of $2.2 million in funding for to renovate and replace the current water system.


The Mineral County Water District has been working with an older water system with a rapidly deteriorating water supply system that limits its ability to deliver safe drinking water.  The funds will be used to replace and upgrade the system, replace the existing three smaller storage tanks with a 320,000 gallon tank, and the filtration plant will be expanded to a larger capacity, replacing mainlines, meters and hydrants.
