Emergency Community Water Assistance Grants
PURPOSE:

Provide financial assistance to residents of rural areas that have experienced a significant decline in quantity or quality of water due to an emergency & to obtain adequate quantities of water that meets the standards set by the safe drinking water act. 
Emergency: Occurrence of an incident such as, but not limited to, a drought; earthquake; flood; tornado; hurricane; disease outbreak; or chemical spill, leakage, or seepage. 
eligible applicants: 

Private nonprofit corporations serving rural areas

Public bodies, including cities, authorities, districts, and other political subdivisions of a state

Federally recognized Indian Tribes

eligibility requirements:

Located in a rural area, or any city or town with a population not in excess of 10,000 inhabitants (based on decennial census) 
Rural area must have a median household income below $36,997

maximum grant:

Grants made to alleviate a significant decline in quantity and/or quality of water due to an emergency, where the decline occurred within two years of filing an application with the Agency. The maximum amount for the project is $500,000.
Grants made for repairs, partial replacement or significant maintenance on an established system to remedy an acute shortage or significant decline in the quality or quantity of potable water due to an emergency, not meeting the two-year requirement cannot exceed $150,000.

Interested entities may submit an application using Form SF 424.2, “Application for Federal Assistance (construction)”.
