Rural Community Development Initiative Grants
Purpose:
Provide technical assistance and training funds to qualified intermediary organizations to assist eligible recipients in developing their capacity to undertake housing, community facilities, and economic development projects in rural areas. 
Typical Grants are between $50,000 - $300,000

eligible purposes:
Provide technical assistance and/or training to recipients to develop or increase their capacity to undertake projects in the areas of housing, community facilities, and community and economic development in rural areas
Assist recipients in completing predevelopment requirements for housing, community facility, and economic development projects by providing resources for professional services. (e.g. architectural, engineering, or legal)
Provide funds to recipients for training related travel costs and training expenses related to RCDI
Purchase computers/software (limit $10,000) directly related to RCDI technical assistance 
ineligible purposes:
Pass-through grants, capacity grants, or lump sums to the recipient that are not reimbursements
Construction (in any form), salaries for positions involved in construction
Purchasing real estate or vehicles
Paying for recipients general operating costs
Paying for costs incurred prior to the effective date of grant approval
Paying for the Intermediary to prepare strategic plans for recipients
elibible applicants:
Intermediary - private, nonprofit, or public (including tribal) organization that provides financial and technical assistance to recipients. 

Recipient – private, nonprofit community-based housing and development organization, a low-income rural community (MHI less than $29,597) or a federally recognized Tribe. Must be located in an eligible rural area. (population under 50,000)

The Intermediary and the Recipient cannot be the same entity. 
eligibility requirements:
The Intermediary must be legally organized for a minimum of 3 years and have experience working with recipients eligible for this program. Matching funds are required and must be at least equal to the grant amount. In-kind cannot be used as matching funds.

Interested entities may submit an application using Form SF 424, “Application for Federal Assistance” (non-construction) to the Idaho State Office or the USDA, Rural Development National Office in Washington, D.C.
